Home Zones are about people; improving the quality of life of
residents by removing the traffic barriers that militate against
neighbourliness.

For many years residential streets have been designed around the
needs of the motor car, which has brought about freedom of travel
and economic prosperity to many people. Sadly, this has been
achieved at a price; paid for in part by local residents and
communities, through the loss of social interaction between
neighbours, that was once commonplace.
